Health Insurance:
Enrollment in Japan’s National Health Insurance (NHI) 
is mandatory for those who obtain a Student Visa. With 
NHI, students pay only 30% of medical costs at 
clinics or hospitals. The premium is about 5,000 yen 
per term. NHI does not cover car accident injuries, so 
students are strongly advised to obtain additional 
travel insurance before arrival.

Estimated Monthly Living Expenses:
• Dormitory fee: Up to JPY 39,000/month

*10,000 JPY of a maintenance fee at check-in
• Meals: JPY 30,000–40,000/month
• Books: JPY 10,000 - /term
